· Include a letter of recommendation/support from another Leader not affiliated with your Group?

	

	

	Funds will not be provided for:

	· Start-up money for fundraisers (i.e., WBWC events)

· Books for HCPs (they can afford their own books; take them ordering material and samples instead)

· Things you can get for free elsewhere (e.g., books for Group library if Area can help)

· Spanish materials that are free from the government

· Advertising in a newspaper

· Postage to mail things to HCPs (we suggest you take these to the recipient personally)

· Booth fees at fairs

· Gifts (such as mugs)
· Equipment (cell phones, audio-visual, etc.) or ongoing contracts (eg, cell phone plans)

· Hot/warm lines that will have continuing costs beyond the grant

    


Reporting:

· Each grant recipient will correspond with/send reports to a member of the WBWC Grants Team.
· Final reports are due July 31, 2012.  If the project is not complete by that date, a progress report will be due on July 31, 2012 and a final report no later than September 15, 2012.

· Checks are expected to be deposited promptly.
